| had a surprise regarding Vice Commodore responsi-
bilities today; | have to write a monthly article!

cause it is both a race and a cruise. We departed on
Sunday, January 10. In the morning there was ice
hanging off of plants due to freezing temperatures. We
had a very cold sail to Ft. Pierce and overnighted at the
City Marina. On Monday we had another cold sail, or
mostly motor sail, to Ft. Lauderdale. Ski pper s 6
was Tuesday evening, and the race started at 1 pm on
Wednesday.

We were the third start, PHRF D; seven boats started in
our class. It was a very light downwind start, and
stayed that way for about 40 nm of this 160-nm
race. Then the winds filled in from the NW, 20 knots or

the 40 nm point. The spinnaker run became a beam
reach and the winds built in the early morning hours to

This sail set-
tled the boat down, doing 8+ knots until the halyard
shackle let go and dumped the sail in the water. We got
it back without obvious tears but when we re-hoisted it,
as soon as it filled it blew out. We had to fly a jib until
the wind settled down enough to put the symmetrical
spinnaker back up.

place without the blown spinnaker. The second-place
boat beat us by only nine minutes. First place was a 49
-foot Cherubini schooner that went by us like we were
sitting still.

e \Weehad amear collisiorewdien @ boat firamuanother cclasg
came up on us in the dark (against the rules) and
rounded up right in front of us. He was dead in the wa-
ter and we could see his keel. We probably would have
sunk him had we hit him. This happened while we were
flying a jib and the helmsman was able to steer below
him missing by too small a margin.

The awards party was Friday night and we departed for
home Saturday morning. It was still blowing 20 knots
