| just returned from a relaxing, weeklong vacation at
Club Med Columbus Isle located in San Salvador,
Bahamas. Its claim to fame, of course, is that
Christopher Columbus first landed there in 1492. The
island itself is small with only 3 tiny towns and a handful
of residents. The real treasure is the water — it is
crystal-clear blue — just mesmerizing.

| was fortunate enough to sail just about every day on a
Hobie Wave -- a 13’ resort catamaran that is a fun, fast
little boat. Luckily enough, the equipment was in very
good condition with all parts working including the pop-
up rudder system (that actually stayed down!).

| had the opportunity to sail with both novice and
experienced sailors and even gave a sailing lesson to a
first-timer who only spoke French. | spoke using one
word at a time in either French or English, kept it very
simple, and used mostly visual instruction. Even with
the language barrier, | was elated to see she was a
natural!!! | never had to remind her about staying on
course, how far to turn the boat to tack, or when to
return the tiller bar to center. She went on to take a

Afterwards upon reflection, | once again came to the
conclusion that some people are simply born with “it” —
the innate ability to sense the direction of the wind, pick
a heading, and set the sails. For the rest of us, we just
have to work harder at it and develop these sailing
skills. Perhaps one way is to take note of the wind
direction every time you step foot outdoors. Some
people hold up a wet finger to identify wind direction, |
usually look for a flag, or will simply turn my head until |
can feel the wind in both my ears (a personal physical
defect | suppose). Experiment with what works best for
you. Also take notice of how the wind will bounce off
buildings or trees even though they may be a good
distance away. Perhaps the next time you are out on
the water, you will have a quicker response time. After
all, even the most experienced & accomplished racers
are always striving for a quicker time!

There will be a potluck breakfast
the following morning and then off sailing to our home
ports.

An excerpt from the Godiva travelogue as Dave &
Marci Hutson cruise the Caribbean......
“Quiet Anchorages”

Our time in Charlotte Amalie, St Thomas, was ok.
The anchorage is quite large and, if one doesn't
mind anchoring in 30 feet of water, quite roomy. No
boats were right on top of us as is the case in other
anchorages. But Charlotte, bless her heart, has
ferries zooming around, seaplanes grazing the top
of the mast, and a rolly swell that comes in occa-
sionally. We stayed in Charlotte Amalie for two
weeks while we waited on parts, bought groceries,
and did the Sunday cruiser beach bash. After our
friends left the Virgins for parts north and our parts
came in, we decided to go someplace else. Some-
place that wouldn't be so busy.

We chose to go to Red Hook. We found a nice an-
choring spot and settled in for a while. That's when
the ferries started zooming by. | don't know why |
thought the ferries didn't come to Red Hook. They
leave Charlotte Amalie. They have to go some-
where. Ok, some go to other places, but a bunch
come to Red Hook. Then, | tried to find a wifi site
from the boat using my high gain antenna. Nothing.
Nada. This is not good. Marci and | went to shore
to scope out the shore side businesses. They had a
grocery store (good), a few restaurants (better), and
a Laundromat (great!). Still, it wasn't a comfortable
anchorage. We decided to move again and find a
calm anchorage.

We sailed around the point to St James Island.
There, we found a beautiful, calm, and quiet (most
of the time) anchorage.

We got into a routine. When the dinghy got filled
with garbage and the sea gulls couldn't stand the
smell, it was time to go around to Red Hook, take
the garbage to the dumpster, and buy more grocer-
ies. We did this for a week or so until we had to
return to Charlotte Amalie to pick up our mail.
