TALKING THE TALK

Information on May’s Program 
 
The folks cruising to Bahamas this year can 
enroll in the Local Boater Option, which will 
save them from having to do a face-to-face 
check in upon arrival back to US.   
 
The decal that you purchase is a function of 
Customs.  Customs is the agency that you re-
port imports of goods to.  Immigration is a sepa-
rate function - that's the one that monitors peo-
ple coming/going.  Checking in with Port of En-
try upon return to the US is a function of Immi-
gration.  Check in must be done face to face - 
you can't call in - unless....you enroll in the Lo-
cal Boater Option program prior to your depar-
ture.  If you are enrolled, you can call in upon 
your return and report crew info.  You will also 
be able to make your customs declaration (re: 
imports) by phone. 
 
Those going to the Bahamas this year can en-
roll in advance at the May ECSA meeting while 
the Customs/Immigration Official is there.  In 
order to enroll at the meeting, you must have 
proof of US Citizenship (passport) for each crew 
member, and each person must be there in 
person .  There is no fee.  The Customs/
Immigration Officer can enroll the Bahamas 
folks prior to or after the presentation at the 
meeting. 
 
Note that there is a $5,000 penalty (first vio-
lation) and a $10,00 + jail penalty for subse-
quent violations if you fail to report.
